Other factors (not considered)
including aspect, ground cover, tree cover, snow
N y compaction, wind loading, weather patterns and
elevation, will contribute to the degree of
avalanche hazard within these areas. For
example, an area of thick tree cover at 50
degrees is typically not an avalanche zone.

Area defined as potential avalanche zones need
to be monitored and controlled if conditions
warrant.
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
