Backcountry &  
BC PARKS ACCESS
Garibaldi Provincial Park is a wilderness area and is not patrolled or avalanche 
controlled. Anyone entering this area must be prepared to encounter many 
unmarked natural hazards and should be equipped with and know how to use 
proper survival and self-rescue equipment. Steep slopes and chutes are prone 
to severe avalanche hazard. Persons requiring assistance outside the Whistler 
Blackcomb ski area boundary will be responsible for any rescue costs incurred.

slow zones
Keep an eye out for our Mountain Safety Team 
in their bright yellow jackets monitoring the Slow 
Zones. Slow Zones are in effect in teaching areas 
and congested zones for your safety. Please also 
watch for the bright orange banners that indicate 
all traffic must travel in a slow, controlled manner.

ALPINE RESPONSIBILITY CODE

There are elements of risk that common sense and personal 

awareness can help reduce. Regardless of how you decide to 

use the slopes, always show courtesy to others. Please adhere 

to the code listed below and share with others the responsibility 

for a safe outdoor experience.

1.  �Always stay in control. You must be able stop or avoid other people 

or objects.

2.  �People ahead of you have the right-of-way. It is your responsibility 

 to avoid them.

3.  �Do not stop where you obstruct a trail or are not visible from above.

4.  �Before starting downhill or merging onto a trail, look uphill and 

yield to others.

5.  �If you are involved in or witness a collision or accident, you must  

remain at the scene and identify yourself to the Ski Patrol.

6.  �Always use proper devices to help prevent runaway equipment.

7.  Observe and obey all posted signs and warnings.

8.  Keep off closed trails and closed areas.

9.  �You must not use lifts or terrain if your ability is impaired through  

use of alcohol or drugs.

10. �You must have sufficient physical dexterity, ability and knowledge to 

safely load, ride and unload lifts. If in doubt, ask the lift attendant. 

 Know the Code – Be Safety Conscious. It is Your Responsibility.

SAFETY 
9 Do not ski or ride alone off piste.

9 �On-mountain emergency phone number 
604.935.5555.

9 �If you see an accident on the hill that requires 
first aid, cross skis above the location and report 
the exact location and type of injury to the nearest mountain staff.

9 �Watch for changing conditions – natural or man-made. They vary constantly with 
weather and usage. 

9 �You will encounter snow cats and snowmobiles on Whistler and Blackcomb Mountains. 
Please slow down when you see them and give each a wide berth.

9 �Fast, reckless, irresponsible or discourteous skiing and riding on any part of the 
mountain may result in loss of lift access privileges. Know the code: Ski and Ride 
with Care.

9 �Our principal focus on safety is skiing and snowboarding in a safe and controlled 
manner. Whistler Blackcomb encourages the use of helmets and protective equipment 
for the sports of alpine skiing and snowboarding. 

9 �Degree of difficulty ratings (green circle, blue square, black diamond) are relative 
to each ski area. A black run at your home mountain is not the same as a black run 
at another resort. Skiers should work their way up starting with the easiest run, 
regardless of their ability level. 

9 �Poles, flags, fencing, signage and padding on equipment or objects or other forms of 
marking devices are used by the ski area to inform you of the presence or location 
of a potential obstacle or hazard. Beware that some hazards are not marked, use 
caution at all times.
